What marine reserves have you visited with EMR?

I have visited a number of marine reserve areas: Poor Knights for diving back in the early
2000s, Goat Island for snorkelling & glass-bottom boat with my kids, Mimiwhangata for
diving when my kids were older. The contrasts with areas where over-fishing and hge sea-
floor damage have occurred are huge.

There is no life on the bottom of the Hauraki Gulf any more, just kina. Around Waiheke,
ut patchy...

The prawn and shellfish industry has destroyed hectares of sea-floor globally, the sheltered
waters across the peninsula from the the famed Ningaloo Reef in NW Australia is one
example. People travel to see sealife and are told "Ningaloo is the only place up here, as
the rest is dead.". Don't let that happen in NZ!

Commercial fishing is just a race to vacuum up fish before somebody else does. There is
no control, or even idea of what was there, unlike any kind of farming on land.
Recreational fishing for a family or small community may be ok, but commercialisation
just leads to the destruction of the marine environment as boats chase the scraps on a
dollar-in/dollar-out basis.

Please help to restore the natural environment.

The existing tiny reserve areas shelter many species and allow natural balance, which over-
fishing damages. More area under protection would allow more fish to actually grow and
give people (locals & tourists) a healthy environment to appreciate, as well as allowing
small businesses to show the results to them.

More protection, not more destruction.

I strongly support much more marine protection for the hauraki gulf, particularly the outer
Gulf

I have dived and snorkeled extensively throughout the Gulf, both inshore and off shore.

Te Hauturu o toi is such a significant environmental land feature, but waters around it are
suffering with kina barrens and low fish stocks.

The mokohinau Islands are right in the middle of the important east Auckland current,
bring rich nutrient waters down from the tropics, and feature magnificent underwater
topography, also sitting on the edge of the continental shelf. I have seen many oceanic
manta rays in this area, with large up-wellings of krill, critical food source for manta,

The outer islands are also significant breeding grounds for threatened seabird species, who
rely on the whole Hauraki Gulf as a critical food source.

With more and more stress on the inner Gulf, with increased fishing and land run off,
sedimentation and acidification, it is only a matter of time before the outer gulf faces
similar threats. We must protect this amazing ecological environment before it is
destroyed, and strive to replenish the inner gulf and return it to what it once was.

It's a consensus among marine scientists that the
most effective Marine Protected Areas - by far - are Type 1 marine reserves. Yet
Revitalising the Gulf has no new marine reserves. Instead it proposed experimental 'High
Protection Areas' based on customary take. These are similar to 'limited take areas' which
we know do not work. The most relevant examples of this are Mimiwhangata in the Far
North, a limited take area for over 40 years and monitored by Dr Roger Grace with no real
improvement. Or the Poor Knights which were a limited take zone for 50 years from the
1920 to the 1970s. It's only when they became a proper marine reserve that they blossomed
into the world-famous dive spot they are today. In the face of the undisputed crisis in the
Hauraki Gulf, the Revitalising the Gulf proposals would be akin to the NZ government's
Covid response being based on homoeopathy. It's beyond a no-brainer that what the Gulf
needs is a network of marine reserves covering at least 30% of its area. The government
and Forest & Bird should get behind the NW Waiheke Hakaimango-Matiatia Marine
Reserve proposal - the only community-led marine reserve proposal that is current in the
Hauraki Gulf right now.

Although scientists have yet to amass a complete set of data to ascertain the best way to restore our marine 
environment, (or at least slow down the destruction), it makes perfect, urgent sense to put some areas of the Gulf 
aside as comparable control sites. In the very least, it will provide a snapshot of what we currently have left… and 
hopefully, like the Marine Reserve at Goat Island, the protected areas will transform back to the wild, healthy 
marine environments that were present prior to the 1950’s.
