Its a similar
story for scallops, we used to always get scallops, now we get none. Its my understanding the Nelson Commercial
Boats came up to the Coromandel and fished it out. (because they had already fished out their beds).

| would like to see an area from the top of the Coromandel to Whangamata and out to Great Mercury, Aldermans
and Mayor Island covered by a High Protection area that still allows recreation fishing but no dredging and does not
allow Commercial fishing. In my view Commercial fishing is responsible for the rapid decline in Crayfish and Scallops
on the East Coast of the Coromandel, but the proposals by DOC need to include data on Commercial take vs
Recreational in these area's. In addition to this a recreation catch is meant to provide a far greater financial return to
the local economy than a recreational catch. Again data should also be provided on this.

| note that the document only considers recreational displacement in terms of snapper, when there are numerous
other species with high value for recreational anglers. Kingfish, for example, tend to congregate around reef
structures, such as those found around many of your proposed HPA zones (e.g., Mokohinaus, Otata/the Noises,
Aldermans etc.). Therefore, kingfish fishing spots are actually much more limited than snapper fishing spots in the
Hauraki Gulf. The displacement will simply increase fishing pressure on the remaining kingfish reefs.

| also note that Otata/the Noises was "not considered in [the] analysis." This location is an extremely popular
recreational fishing area for a wide range of species.

| believe blanket 'not-take' areas are not the best solution. It seems that once they have been established there is no
going back, even if research suggests recreational fishing should be allowed to some extent as environments and

stocks improve.

You can look overseas for many examples of better measures to control recreational fishing - such as closed seasons,
slot size limits, and/or permits.
